The Women’s Rodeo Championships (WRC) is a 
female organized championship event that was 
developed in partnership between the World 
Champions Rodeo Alliance (WCRA) and the 
Professional Bull Riders (PBR).

WRC leadership is made up of women who are deeply rooted in 
Western tradition and value the highest levels of
rodeo competition.

WRC is a for-profit rodeo sporting event that uses an 
innovative tiering structure, offering women a piece of the 
richest women-only rodeo.
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What We Do
The Women’s Rodeo Championships (WRC) hosts the 
richest women-only rodeo event in history and is aired 
on the largest media platforms. This gives women in our 
sport their own major championship event.

WRC offers its athletes a unique, tiered qualifying process that levels the 
playing field and offers each athlete a path to center stage.

WRC utilizes nationwide, year-long advertising on network and cable 
television, digital streaming, social media, and print media to promote 
women in the sport of rodeo.

The Women’s Rodeo World Championship purse is over $ 750,000 
annually, making it an industry-leading female event.

WRC initiated Women’s Rodeo Week, where all levels of athletes are 
encouraged to enter and compete as we payout over $ 1.145 million 
in cash each year.

Women’s Rodeo Championships
REVOLUTIONARY THREE TIER 
CLASSIFICATION SYSTEM

Our performance-based tiering structure, levels the playing field for 
athletes by dividing them into three categories in the qualifying rounds: Pro, 

Challenger, and Limited Athletes. This gives each group a direct path to center stage.

PROFESSIONAL ATHLETES
The Pro Rodeo Athlete that pays their bills through 

a full-time career competing.
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29% of active female athletes 
6% of total female athletes

CHALLENGER ATHLETES
Any athlete that has won under $20,000 annually in 

barrel racing, at or below a 4.5 Header/Heeler, or 
won under $10,000 annually in Breakaway Roping.

71% of active female athletes 
15% of total female athletes

LIMITED ATHLETES
This is the middle class of rodeo athletes. She may be 

a mom, work full-time, or have limited availability to pur-
sue rodeo full-time as a professional athlete.

The Qualifier Series is a string of events held before the WRWC where athletes who 
nominate and place in the top spot in their respected discipline at the qualifier will earn a 
generic qualification to the WRWC. Positions earned automatically place the athlete in the 

Qualifying Round of the WRWC regardless of leader board position.
